I would also like to take this opportunity to present the HA position with regard to the
volumes of Goods Vehicles from the site and any measures that will be required to
mitigate this aspect of the development with respect to the weaving element on the

A303.

The HA is guided by the Design Manual for Roads and Bridges, in this situation, TD
22/06 Layout of Grade Separated Junctions becomes relevant as it specifies required
weaving lengths between junctions. Paragraph 2.71 defines the number of lanes
required between the junctions so that sufficient weaving opportunities are available.

The actual physical distance between the A303 Hundred Acre Roundabout and the
A303/A343 Salisbury Road Junction is below the absolute minimum of the design
standard. Therefore, the calculations cannot be made or if they were you would
unable to make any sensible conclusions from the results.

Environmental Statement Addendum (March 2008)
Table 8.2 does not reflect the current trip generation by the new land use mix.
Tables in Appendix B of the Transport Assessment Supplementary Report No.1
(Appendix 1 of the revised ES Addendum) show the number of trips to be nearly 50%
higher than those in Table 8.2.

I am concerned that the revised ES Addendum does not include the options for
mitigation that have been the subject of numerous discussions between the HA, the
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
